A WORD FROM THE DIRECTOR

Dear Student and Parents:

The quality and strength of the Harbor Springs Band program continues to demand respect and admiration throughout the state of Michigan.  It is clear that the Marching Band demonstrated tremendous enthusiasm and commitment last year, and the group has firmly established a solid reputation as one of the top programs in the state.  We have already begun plans for next year’s show, which we will be performing at home football games, area festivals, MSBOA District Exhibition held in Traverse City, and our own Bands Around the Bay marching band exhibition.  Practice and preparation will be the two most important factors in obtaining the skills needed to perform well.

Marching Band Camp provides the opportunity for us to polish our skills and to address the most pressing issue for us, learning the show.  It is at camp where we “put it all together” with hard work, and fun.  At no other time during the season will we have the privilege of having so many rehearsals in such a short time span.  As you can see, the success of marching band camp foretells the success of the band for the season.

Important reminders regarding camp this year:
1. As was the case last year, the TOTAL cost of Band Camp is $250.00.  This fee covers all expenses related to band camp at LSSU, as well as the uniform maintenance fee.

2. Each student is expected to pay $125 toward his or her camp fee by July 3rd.  You can mail it to the address below, or bring this with you to our short rehearsal on that day if you wish.  Please keep in mind that nobody should be excluded from band due to financial need – there is always a solution.  

3. A final payment of $125 is due by July 29th.  Again, you can mail it to the address below, or bring it with you to the band camp meeting, which begins at 7pm that evening.    

4. Please note that we will once again have a short rehearsal prior to the band camp meeting on Thursday, July 29.  This rehearsal will begin at 5pm and conclude at 6:45 in preparation for the camp meeting at 7pm.  

5. A mandatory band camp meeting will take place on July 29th for all STUDENTS AND PARENTS. It will begin at 7pm in the MS Cafeteria and should last less than an hour.  All final details will be given out at this meeting. Please call or send an email if you will be out of town that day.

PLEASE NOTE:
This calendar represents just the Marching Band Schedule.  The director and administrators will implement any additions, deletions, or changes to this calendar with a two-week minimum notice in class if dates change.  Please remember that attendance is required at all performances and extra rehearsals.  An excuse for absence from a performance must be submitted to the director, in writing, at least three weeks before the scheduled event for consideration – however, as I stated earlier, only family emergencies will be excused.  Every effort has been, and will be, made to help each student fulfill obligations to other school group activities.  However, we cannot always work around outside events such as travel teams since they are not school groups.  Failure to keep one’s uniform and instrument in good condition will be treated as an unexcused absence.  Too many times school instruments have not been taken care of – they are very expensive, thus, you will be charged for the upkeep instead of the school district so take good care of the instruments the district provides for your use.
